	1-3 Introduction to the fire service
	
	These slides provide an introduction to the fire service delivered through a welcome message. 

Have you ever met a fire fighter?

What do you think is the role of a fire fighter? What types of jobs do you think they might do?

	4- Learning objectives
	
	An introduction to the learning objective that will be covered within the lesson. 

	5-6Dangers of matches Video clip
	
	This slide includes the video ‘Francis the firefly’, this video will show the children the dangers of playing with matches. Play the video up until the point in which they light a match from the box. Pause the video to ask questions;

What should Frances the Firefly have done when Cocky Roach showed her the matches?

What do you think might happen next?

Discuss all the possible outcomes and perhaps record your ideas on the white board.

Play the rest of the video to find out what happens. Discuss that it is important to tell an adult if you ever find lighters or matches.

 Smoke alarms
	
	These slides discuss the importance of smoke alarms and how they should be maintained.

Who has a smoke alarm in their house?

What noise does it make?

What sets off the smoke alarm?

Where should you put a smoke alarm?

How often should we test it (every month)?
What should you do if the smoke alarm goes off and there is a fire?

What to do in a fire
	
	The importance of knowing what to do in the event of a fire. The important message here is;

Shout out - Get out – Call the fire service out – Stay out

( shout out –let everyone know there is a fire

Get out – get out of the building using a safe route stay low if there is smoke, check doors with back of hand for heat

Call the fire Service out- call 999

Stay out – important to keep out)

	A short video demonstrating a 999 call

	12-13 what to do if your clothes catch on fire video clip


	
	Do you know what you would do if you clothes caught on fire?
This slide contains a video clip showing the children the Stop, Drop and Roll procedure, you may want to clear a space so that the children can practise this. 

	14- Hazards in the home 
	
	This slide teaches children about the hazards that they may face within their home and how to stop them through an interactive game.

Take time to discuss the hazards the children find, do any of the children have these in their home? , what can we do to make our houses safer?


	15- conclusion 
	
	A round up of the important lessons the children have learned today.
